How important is it that we believe that big things can happen? How important is it that 

we believe that out of destruction or apparent disaster a lot of blessings can come? The healthy 

donôt need a doctor. 

How does that work here in Piura? We lost 3 pastors in a short time, so right now half of 

our Peruvian MB Churches donôt have a pastor. Sometimes it is hard to have member 

participation when you have very capable leaders that do it all, so now that they are missing, 

ordinary people are stepping up to the plate to serve.  

Our youth group, which was diminished from 20 to 10, is now organized, where teams of 

3 people are responsible for leading the youth night once a month, meditation, games and all. 

Lidia and I are resource people for them. Thursday prayer nights are led by different families of 

the church. 

The Miraflores Church has not had a junior high group in many years, so we invited 

people between 11 and 16 years old for a sleep-over at the church. The congregation was a bit 

worried about it, since many of them come from poor neighborhoods and are unchurched. We 

divided them up in groups of 5 and put a leader and a helper in each group. Most leaders are 

from our College and Career group. We had rules for discipline, but we had no problems at all. 

As we gave an invitation for them to accept Jesus and to repeat a prayer with us about 40 stood 

up and repeated the prayer. I could not keep my tears of joy back. Now we have them at the 

church every Saturday and the leaders do follow-up.

She is already 

helping with the youth and childrenôs programs and next week we will start ESL classes to reach 

out to different sectors of our society. Our youth and C.C. works every Saturday morning in two 

poor neighborhoods with about 80 children, teaching them about God with songs and stories.  

 

Some of you might remember the little girl who had kidney cancer and was in 

chemotherapy treatment after surgery. Doctors had given her a small chance of survival and 

wanted to do more radiation treatments; her parents prayed and decided to give her back to God 

and took her home without any further treatment.  Briseth celebrated her 2
nd

 birthday on June

th
 with a party for about 50 children at her grandparentôs home in Chato Chico. She lives with 

one kidney and is a happy two year old. Again and again God shows Himself to be the greatest 

doctor and healer of all.
