We 

think that it is time to focus on 

the whole family and not only 

on the children, as there is a 

lot of violence and abuse 

happening in the Homes of 

those children.  

This new Ministry will also 

create a chance for our new 

graduates to develop their 

gifts and put in practice what 

they have learned. Our ladies 

group is also starting a 

Ministry for the woman in 

those areas. 

As you can see we have a lot 

of plans for this year, but we 
have also learned to trust in 
Gods guidance. Many times 
we have to change our plans 
because something urgent 
comes up. 
Besides our plans in the 
Miraflores Church, we are also 
part of the local Conference 
and therefore we are available 
for all the Churches in 
Northern Peru. 
This is also our year for MINA, 
when we come back to North 
America to share personally 
with you, our partners, who 
make our work possible 
through your prayers and 
financial support. We thank 
God for you and your 
faithfulness to expand his 
kingdom throughout the world 
until he comes again. May we 
all be found faithful to his 
calling and receive the crown.
